STORING THE APPLIANCE

+ Place the machine on an even surface.

« Detach spray lance from the trigger gun.

« Put both spray lances into the storage for the spray lance.

« Prior to extended storage periods, as during the winter, also observe the instructions in the care section.

« We recommend using the original package for storage or covering the product with a suitable cloth or
enclosure to protect it against dust.

CLEAN THE MESH FILTER IN THE WATER INTAKE

clogging the pump.
